When a 13-ton concrete panel fell from a wall in a Milwaukee parking garage, a teenager was killed 
and two others were catastrophically injured. The lawsuit that followed named a county among the 
defendants. Though Anthony represented the county in what he describes as the most complex 
case of his career in terms of tort, contract, and insurance disputes with a jury verdict involving 
nearly 50 questions, he never lost sight of what the families had suffered. After an eight-week trial, 
the jury found the county only two percent liable and awarded it $6 million in damages against the 
panel contractor; the families were awarded more than $18 million from the panel company.
